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VA VALUE DETERMINATIONS FOR HUD PURPOSES 


1.  Purpose.  This circular is in response to HUD Mortgagee Letter 00-28, which 

prohibits the conversion of VA value determinations for FHA purposes unless the fee appraiser involved is also a member of the FHA Roster of Appraisers.

2.  Actions.  To help prevent duplicative efforts and unnecessary appraisal costs 

associated with FHA-insured loans, VA field stations will:

a.  Prepare a local release to all VA fee appraisers to encourage them to become 

members of the FHA Roster of Appraisers, if they have not already, so that their VA appraisals can also be used for FHA purposes.  Copies of these releases need not be submitted to Central Office.

b.  Continue to provide lenders with a copy of the appraisal report with every VA 

value determination.

c.  Enter “Fee Appraiser: (and name)” after the “Case No.” on every VA Form 

26-1843a, Master Certificate of Reasonable Value, issued. 

d.  Continue to provide a list of VA fee appraisers upon request.

3.  RESCISSION:  This circular is rescinded October 1, 2001.
